Walthamstow welcome Concord Rangers to Wadham Lodge this Saturday in 
what promises to be a compelling clash in the Isthmian League Division One 
North. With both sides eager to climb the table, the match could prove pivotal as 
the season approaches its midway point.

Walthamstow currently sit mid-table, having picked up 13 points from their 
opening 10 games. Their form has been mixed, with three wins, four draws, and 
three defeats, but they’ll be buoyed by a recent upturn in performances. A home 
fixture offers a chance to build momentum, especially with the backing of their 
loyal supporters.

Concord Rangers, meanwhile, are slightly higher in the standings with 19 points 
from 12 matches.

Key battles are expected in midfield, where Walthamstow’s creativity will be tested 
against Concord’s physicality. Set pieces could also play a decisive role, given both 
teams’ tendency to capitalize on dead-ball situations.

Kick-off is at 3pm, and with both teams hungry for points, fans can expect a 
tightly contested encounter full of energy and ambition.
