Walthamstow return to Wadham Lodge on Saturday 11 October for a key
Isthmian League Division One North fixture as they host newly promoted
Downham Town. With both sides eager to establish consistency as the season
progresses, this promises to be a competitive and high-stakes encounter.

The hosts come into the match on the back of a mixed run of form, having
shown flashes of attacking brilliance but also moments of defensive vulnerability.

Having faced Walthamstow in cup competition earlier this season—
where they let a two-goal lead slip in a dramatic 3-2 defeat—they’ll be hungry for
redemption.

This fixture offers Walthamstow a chance to build momentum and climb the
table, but they’ll need to be wary of a Downham team with nothing to lose and
everything to prove. Kick-oft is at 3pm, and with both teams eyeing three points,
fans can expect an intense and entertaining afternoon of football.
